The Queenscliffe Borough Council has prepared Amendment C40quen to the Queenscliffe Planning Scheme.

The land affected by the amendment is Fisherman’s Flat, in the township of Queenscliff, and is defined in the Queenscliffe Planning Scheme by the application of Heritage Overlay 1 (HO1).  

The amendment proposes to amend the Fisherman’s Flat Urban Conservation Precinct Heritage Design Guidelines 2021 located in the Schedules to Clause 43.01 Heritage Overlay and Clause 72.04 Incorporated documents, introduce a Statement of Significance for Fisherman’s Flat Urban Conservation Precinct in the Schedules to Clause 43.01 Heritage Overlay and Clause 72.04 Incorporated documents and include the Heritage Review of Places in Fisherman’s Flat Urban Conservation Precinct (HO1), Fisherman’s Flat, Queenscliff, Victoria (Ecology and Heritage Partners, 4 August 2023) as a Background Document in the Schedule to Clause 72.08 Background documents.

Any person who may be affected by the amendment may make a submission to the planning authority about the amendment. Submissions must be made in writing giving the submitter’s name and contact address, clearly stating the grounds on which the amendment is supported or opposed and indicating what changes (if any) the submitter wishes to make. 

Name and contact details of submitters are required for council to consider submissions and to notify such persons of the opportunity to attend council meetings and any public hearing held to consider submissions. The closing date for submissions is 12 April 2024. A submission must be sent to the 
Manager Community and Regulatory Services, Borough of Queenscliffe, PO Box 93 Queenscliff VIC 3225.

The planning authority must make a copy of every submission available at its office and/or on its website for any person to inspect free of charge for two months after the amendment comes into operation or lapses.
