to help tidy up along Ocean Road.

The Borough of Queenscliffe will be introducing

a new kerbside food waste collection service in
a bid to make household waste collection more
financially and environmentally sustainable.

Starting in August this year, Council will be asking
residents to place food waste in their existing
green-lidded bins, where it will be processed into
compost instead of going to landfill. We’ll also be
updating the frequency of our bin collection to
support the rollout by collecting food and green
waste every week, and introducing fortnightly
landfill and recycling collection.

Queenscliffe Mayor Ross Ebbels said composting
food waste had a range of benefits for residents.
“By composting our food and green waste,

we're avoiding expensive landfill taxes and the
greenhouse gases emitted from organic matter
when it’s buried in a landfill,” Cr Ebbels said. “I'm
excited to start processing our food waste in a way
that’s better for the budget, better for the planet
and better for our community.”

Cr Ebbels noted that a recent bin audit showed
almost 40% of the contents of the Borough'’s
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household landfill bins was food waste. Currently,

Council sends this food waste to landfill, where the

Victorian Government will be taxing it at $125.90
per tonne from 1July this year. “Every tonne of

waste we don’t send to landfill is a tonne of waste

we don’t have to pay the Victorian Government’s

landfill tax on. With this tax increasing every year,

these costs will add up for ratepayers if we don’t
manage our waste more sustainably,” Cr Ebbels
said. “Composting our food waste will be cheaper
for our residents over the long term by avoiding
these landfill taxes.”

In the coming months, households in the Borough
will receive information about the rollout and
information sheets on how to sort waste using
the new system. In addition to the information,
households will be receiving a benchtop kitchen
caddy, and a larger 240L recycling bin. Kerbside
collections of food waste are expected to begin in
August this year, with households to be notified of
their first collection date in the coming months.

The rollout follows years of planning by Council,
and was recently included in our Climate
Emergency Response Plan as an action item.

Borough
volunteers clean
up 440kg of litter

Councillors and volunteers
removed 440kg of litter and
illegally dumped rubbish
from public areas on the first
weekend of March as part of
a Council-organised Clean Up
Australia Day event.

Starting in Stoneman’s

Reserve in Point Lonsdale and
continuing through surrounding
dunes and bushland, volunteers
successfully removed 440
kilograms of dumped rubbish.
Items collected during the
clean-up included glass bottles,
aluminium cans, beach toys,
bike wheels, and even a couple
of lounge chairs.

Borough Mayor Ross Ebbels
joined the volunteer group
alongside Deputy Mayor Fleur
Hewitt and Cr Michael Grout,
sorting litter on the day to
separate out recyclables and
reduce the amount of rubbish
being sent to landfill. Volunteers
were then treated to a coffee
after their efforts courtesy of
the Point Lonsdale Surf Life
Saving Club, who generously
supported the event.

Cr Ebbels said Council was well
prepared to support residents
through the transition. “We’ll

be sending out lots of information
and holding interactive
presentations to ensure our
residents are supported through
the transition,” Cr Ebbels said.

“I'm looking forward to working

with our community in the
coming months to make this

rollout a success.”

NEW AMENITIES AT QUEENSCLIFF
RECREATION RESERVE

Construction of a new amenities block at
the Queenscliff Recreation Reserve is now
under way, bringing modern facilities to
campers and the general public alike.

The project, designed by local architects
Stonehouse + Irons, will include an array
of features for Queenscliffe Tourist Parks
guests as well as members of the public,
who will now be able to access toilets
directly from Hesse Street.

New public toilets (including an accessible
toilet), new sinks and handwashing stations,
and seating and landscaping areas highlight
the list of inclusions for the general public.
Campers will also have access to brand new
toilets and showers, as well as a dedicated
family bathroom and family shower room.
New laundry facilities (including washers and

dryers) are also a feature, while a dog wash
station means that even your furry friend can
enjoy the same luxuries while on holiday.

Caravan users are also looked after, with the
inclusion of a dump point to dispose of waste
in a safe and hygienic manner. Construction
of the amenities block will be completed

in stages. With demolition of the existing
facilities currently taking place, attention

now turns to building the new structure.

We anticipate that the new facilities will

be ready for use by summer 2022-23. In the
meantime, alternative toilets and showers

are available for campers. Council thanks the
Victorian Government for their funding of the
new amenities block.
